(ARPA) funds in a total of $103,317,366 in two tranches, with the first tranche of 8 
50% ($51,658,683) received in May 2021 and allocated by the Assembly and 9 
Administration through AR 2021-167(S), As Amended; and 10

WHEREAS, AR 2022-222, appropriated $3,400,000 of the second tranche of ARPA 12 
funds; and 13

WHEREAS, AR 2022-178(S), As Amended, appropriated the remaining 15 
$48,258,683 of the second tranche of ARPA funds and allocated in the same 16 
amount to projects and programs; and 17

WHEREAS, the Anchorage Assembly would like to modify the projects and 19 
programs allocation adopted by AR 2022-178(S), As Amended; now, therefore  20

THE ANCHORAGE ASSEMBLY RESOLVES: 22

Section  1. That the appropriation in an amount not to exceed FIFTY THOUSAND 24 
DOLLARS ($50,000) made available to the Anchorage Glacier Pilots, Inc. for the 25 
replacement of a clubhouse by Section 54 of AR 2022-178(S), As Amended is 26 
hereby reduced to zero. 27 
 28 
Section 2. That an amount not to exceed FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS 29 
($50,000) are made available to the Anchorage Parks & Recreation Department for 30 
repairs to Mulcahy Stadium and the Anchorage Football Stadium.  31

Section  3. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon passage and 33 
approval by the Assembly.  34
